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“Preach the Word; be prepared in season and out of season; 
correct, rebuke, and encourage – with great patience and careful 
instruction.” 2 Timothy 4:2 
  
I rarely write about a member of the congregation and it is even more unique for me to 
write about a member of the congregation who has been called home to our Father in 
heaven. However, I would like to stop and share a few thoughts about Dutch Fehring, 
which I feel are important for all people at Bethany to read. 
 
When I arrived at Bethany, Dutch was 82 years old, although at the time I never would 
have guessed. Dutch and Edna were founding members of Bethany and I quickly learned 
that they gave the cross in the sanctuary and the processional cross to the church. They 
were not the ones who told me this; Dutch and Edna were both very humble and had no 
desire to speak about what they did for the church. Rather, they were always the kind of 
people who wanted to serve the Lord without needing to hear the accolades of others. 
 
It was not long before Dutch invited me to one of his famous tailgate parties at Stanford. 
Often Dutch would take time to escort me around and introduce me to a number of people 
at the tailgate. Dutch would make sure that I met every former member of Bethany who 
was at the game. Often this meant a number of people who were old friends of Dutch and 
Edna. Most of these people were happily members of another church, but one day I was 
introduced to Butch Meredith. Butch later came back to Bethany and worshipped with us 
for many years before he was called to the glories of heaven. I always knew that in good 
times and in bad times, Dutch was promoting Bethany Lutheran Church and he wanted all 
of his friends to know that Bethany was always open for them to be part of the family. 
 
Other times, Dutch would take me to meet friends from Stanford. On these occasions I 
was always amazed by the way in which Dutch would introduce me to others. He would 
always say, “this is my pastor” with a tone of respect I can hardly recreate. It was clear to 
me that his regard for the pastoral office was very high. I am certain that he had done this 
with all of the former pastors at Bethany regardless of our personality. It was his way of 
showing respect for the servant of the Lord at Bethany and by doing so he raised the office 
up in the presence of his friends. I remember distinctly the time Dutch introduced me to 
Jim Plunkett. Now, you have to know that Jim was a childhood hero for me as he led the 
Raiders to Super Bowl victories. Meeting him was enough, but there was Dutch 
introducing me as if I were the important person.  
 
I tell both of these stories to help you see that there are many ways to show reverence for 
God and support the family where God is worshipped. Dutch was a wonderful person, in 
that he never missed a chance to speak of his faith, by introducing me and his church to 
others. However, that was not the only way this happened.

If you attended Dutch’s 90th birthday party, you were probably impressed by the fact that easily 300-400 people came for the 
party. It was held outdoors where he always had his tailgate and there was food for everyone. At the end of the event, Dutch 
finally got to the microphone and started to thank people. I was not at all surprised when he began to speak about his friends 
from Bethany and his relationship with his church. You see, by then I knew that he would not miss this opportunity to witness 
to his friends. 
 
A couple years ago, Dutch wanted to talk about funerals for him and Edna. At the time Edna was no longer speaking and we 
had no way of knowing how long she would live. He shared with me that the funeral and committal would be at a small 
cemetery in Pacific Grove where his parents were buried and his brother’s family was living. He explained that Edna’s 
funeral would be at Bethany since it would only be a couple hundred people, but that for his, he had to plan ahead for large 
numbers and wanted to have the service on the Sunken Diamond baseball field. It seemed to be just like Dutch to bring 
together his career, his church and his friends for one last witness to Jesus Christ. 
 
One of Dutch’s daughters shared with me that he was so thankful for the service we held for Edna that he wanted his funeral 
in a church, but knew that Bethany could not accommodate the number of people. So, on May 23rd at 2:00 p.m., Bethany 
Lutheran Church will move over to the Memorial Church at Stanford and we will have his service there. Over 1,600 people 
have been notified by e-mail about the memorial service. We will arrange for rides for anyone who would like to attend. 
Whether there are 40, 400, or 1400, Dutch would want his friends from Bethany to be there, not for his sake, but for the sake 
of sharing the message of Jesus with all people who attend. 
 
As I stated at the beginning, rarely will I write something like this. I hope you can see that this is not so much a tribute to the 
man, we knew and loved, as a tribute to the faith granted to him by Jesus and the work of sharing that faith, which Dutch did 
to the honor and glory of God. Of him, I can truly say I learned much and will miss him until we meet again in heaven.

I love the Easter season.  I guess I’m very Lutheran because I really get “into” the drama of the Lenten journey, then Holy 
Week and finally Easter morning.  I love the shift in musical mood, too, from the somber, minor keys of the passion to the 
triumphant, major keys of resurrection.  It’s all so thrilling!  And, it was thrilling to have bells ringing, and the choir singing 
the Hallelujah Chorus with trumpet. I’d like to thank Nicholas and all of the choir members and bell ringers for making this 
Lenten/Easter season so special.  What a blessing you are to the congregation!  (Special thanks to Pastor Jon for trekking up 
to the balcony twice to help out with both choir and bells on Easter morning.) 
 
Resound! 
The Friday prior to Palm Sunday the Resound! students gave their concert.  I was very proud of them.  They 
did a great job!  I think we were a little disappointed that the session was at an end because this particular 
musical was a lot of fun.  We also could have used just one more week of rehearsal to work out the final 
“bugs,” but that’s live performance. Thank you to all of the congregation members who came to our concert.  
We appreciate your support. 
 
I’d like to share with you two stories from this Resound! session and then ask you a question.  I’ll preface my 
stories by saying that I am so thankful the Christian music industry makes children’s music a priority.  I do some screening, 
naturally, but I’m pleased to be able to find relevant, Christian music that appeals to kids while teaching them Bible truths.  
The songs I use in Resound! need to “pass the test” of being listened to almost constantly for twelve weeks.  I always breathe 
a sigh of relief when a parent tells me they enjoy the music so much they are still listening and singing the songs even after the 
concert.  But it’s not just the music that I’m interested in, it’s the message in the songs.  How is God ministering to Resound! 
children and their parents, and their friends, through this medium? 
 
My first story is about Alissa and Maggie, two first grade girls from Nativity School, who joined the Thursday class of 
Resound! in January.  Actually, the way these two girls came to Resound! is a bit of a story, too.  A new family joined 
Resound! in January, bringing a brother and sister from Nativity.  The week after joining, they brought Alissa.  The following 
week Alissa brought Maggie.  That was very exciting!  Anyway, toward the end of March Alissa and Maggie told me they 
were auditioning for Nativity’s talent show and they had decided to sing and do the sign language using one of our Resound! 
songs.  I was delighted, especially when they mentioned they had taught the song and sign language to a third friend (not in 
Resound!) who was joining them.  After auditioning, they were selected to perform in the talent show.  The girls were 
disappointed they didn’t win the talent show in their division (Irish Dancing won) but I told them I thought they were winners.  
What a witness this was to their classmates, singing “My Life Is in You, Lord.”  I pray they always remember this song and 
their experience in sharing it. 
 
My second story comes from the Wednesday Resound! class (Grades 2-5).  There were only fourteen of them this Spring but 
they could make enough noise for probably thirty.  Just ask any of the church staff who heard them in the Family Center 
during snack time.  I think the reason they were so noisy is because they were excited to see each other.  Some of these kids 
have been coming to Resound! together for four years, including summers.  Many of them go to different schools and different 
churches so they only see each other at Resound!  So, the story I’d like to tell you about goes like this.  Our musical play for 
this session was based on the Book of Proverbs.  In order to teach these Biblical truths, the characters in the play go on a 
scavenger hunt hike, following clues left by their guide, Sol (short for Solomon).  The show evidently made such a big impact 
on Resound! kids that some of them reenacted the scavenger hunt from the play at a birthday party held the following week.  
They also sang songs from the show and attempted to teach them to non-Resound! kids.  Praise God!  Just like the disciples 
did after Jesus was gone, they hung out together to reminisce and recreated the experiences they had.  And, then they shared 
their experiences with others.  This is ministry and outreach in action!

Vickie Schmidt 

 
 Teacher Vickie is the only full time teacher in the preschool, other than the 
Director, Kathy Stinson. This is one of the unique aspects of Littlest Angels Preschool – 
very few of our students stay for the entire day. In fact, most of our children are only in 
school for 3-4 hours. While this is wonderful for the children, who have other activities 
for their development, it is not the usual model for preschools. So, Vickie has to be more 
flexible than most teachers and she has been exceptionally helpful to us in the many things 
she is able to do for Bethany Lutheran Church and Littlest Angels. 
 
 I should note that teaching the Little Leapers is an assignment that comes with many joys and many 
challenges. Children are expected to know many things PRIOR to Kindergarten and Vickie adeptly teaches the 
children and leads them to all the concepts necessary to succeed in Kindergarten. Many of the students in Vickie’s 
room are at an age where the parents must decide whether or not their child is ready to attend Kindergarten. This 
is not as easy a choice as it once was, when you came to Kindergarten with little or no schooling. So, Vickie helps 
the parents come to an informed and caring decision for each child. 
 

 Vickie also runs our after care for a couple of days each week, but spends at least as much 
time on special projects. She does the Bible story in chapel twice a month and numerous 
preparation projects for other teachers. Vickie also oversees the Children’s service on Christmas 
Eve. She has proven to be very helpful during the Christmas Season when we really need the extra 
assistance. Vickie does a great job with the children during the service, which is different every 
year. 

 
 Finally, Vickie has led a number of adult classes during LEMA. These classes on marriage and parenting 
have allowed her to serve many families from the preschool and the church. Likewise, she leads the Bible story for 
Movin’ Up many times during the year. Overall, it is clear that Vickie loves teaching. Her passion for children and 
for teaching is clear in everything she does.

Lead a group Bible study on a topic/book of the Bible (with the pastor’s approval) or a topic recommended by the pastor. 
 

Qualifications, Skills and Gifts: This person should enjoy studying the Bible, teaching and/or facilitating a group of adults, 
be committed to studying and preparing the lessons, be able to communicate well with others, speak in front of a group, and 
promote spiritual growth and unity among class members.  Recommended gifts to perform this ministry: Teaching, 
Shepherding, and Exhortation. 
 
Training Available:   Training will be provided as needed and based on the person’s experience.  Many Bible studies have 
both a leader’s guide as well as a participant’s guide. 
 
Time Commitment: Based upon the study you would like to lead and your availability.  It will also be dependent upon the 
length/frequency of the study and the time needed to prepare for the class.  It’s up to you! 
 
 
 

Communion Set Up/Clean Up 
Communion is celebrated weekly during the Sunday 9:30 a.m. service (with a few exceptions) and once a month 
during the 11:15 a.m. service. 
 
Qualifications, Skills and Gifts: The person who serves in this ministry should enjoy food service/preparation, 
understand the importance of cleanliness and sanitation in regard to preparing the Lord’s Supper, be able to perform 
small, repetitious tasks, and have a passion for serving and contributing to the ministry of the church.  Recommended 
gift to perform this ministry : Service.  
 
Training Available:   Bev Beer is the ministry coordinator and is available to train and mentor those serving in this area 
of ministry.  There are also detailed instructions on setting up and cleaning up communion. 
 
Time Commitment: It takes approximately 20 minutes to set up and about 10 minutes to clean up.  You may choose to 
serve in either capacity for an entire month or you may sign up for a shorter commitment.  Communion may be set up 
on Friday or Saturday.

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May Sermon Themes 
 
May 7, 2006  
(Acts 4:5-12) 
Today is the final day for the California-Nevada-Hawaii 
district convention for the Lutheran Church – Missouri 
Synod.

May 14, 2006  Baptism on the Fly  
(Acts 8: 26-40) 
The apostle Philip baptizes on the fly. There are two 
ways to look at that statement. One way is to notice that 
Philip baptizes the Ethiopian eunuch without any 
consideration for a local church where the man will be 
worshipping. On the other hand, we can look at the fact 
that God “flies” Philip away from this baptism so that 
he can continue to share the Good News of Jesus in 
another place. In other words, neither Philip nor the 
eunuch seem to have the kind of stability we think of 
when we think about church. Today we will consider 
this story in light of our understanding that we are called 
to share the Gospel in this area.
